o Attach Cover Sheet to the Evidence

- Highlight key items for considerations

- Show your math

- Write a short summary for the PEP Showcase

- Evidence must be official and dated (computer
printouts, newspaper accounts, principal letter)

o Evidence must be current
o Blacken out student names



KEY DATES

e At least one teacher in the school must be a PSMLA
member. PSMLA membership(s) must be paid by January
15 of the application year.

e PEP Applications are announced in the fall and will be due
on or before Saturday, February 17, 2024.

e Applicants are encouraged to collect required evidence
throughout the year, rather than wait until the due date.
